One or two clean large chicken bones 
Modeling clay 
Rolling pin 
Petroleum jelly 
Plaster of paris 
 
Directions 
1. Roll a piece of modeling clay until it is 2/3 inch thick and large enough to 
hold your bones. 
2. Press the chicken bone into the clay, leaving a deep clear impression. 
Carefully remove bone. Spread petroleum jelly carefully in impression. 
3. Mix up the plaster of paris according to directions on package. Carefully 
pour into the impression of the chicken bone. Do not overfill the impression. 
4. Let plaster dry completely. 
5. Carefully peel the clay away from the plaster.

Papier-Mâché Dinosaur 
 
Making a model of a dinosaur can be an exciting project. Discover 
many different types of dinosaurs in D is for Dinosaur. 
 
Decide the dinosaur you would like to make. Study the dinosaur 
pictures carefully. If you want to make a dinosaur from your own 
imagination, that could be fun, too. 
 
1. Decide what your dinosaur will look like. 
2. Use strong wire to make a skeleton of your dinosaur. Be sure to 
make feet large enough so that your dinosaur can stand securely. 
3. Wrap the wire form with strips of soft cloth to pad it and give it 
shape. 
4. Cover with papier mâché. Apply three layers, letting it dry 
between layers. 
When dinosaur is finished, paint it and add additional details. 
 
How to Make Papier Mâché 
1. Cover your padded dinosaur form with strips of newspaper 
dipped in liquid starch. Apply three layers, letting it dry between 
layers. 
2. Continue with layers until it looks finished. 
3. Final layer should be a plain white paper such as typing paper. 
4. Paint when dry. 
5. Add eyes, teeth, claws, scales, etc. 
6. Name your dinosaur and put it on display.
