Recipe 

 
 
Try this recipe for peanut butter dog biscuits. Your dog will love them! 
 
 
Ingredients 
 1 cup flour 
½ cup milk 
2 Tablespoons plain peanut butter 
¼ cup shredded Parmesan cheese 
1 teaspoon baking powder 
1 egg white 
1 Tablespoon chicken broth 
 
Directions 
1. Mix flour and milk until lumpy. 
2. Add peanut butter and chicken broth. 
3. Mix in cheese and egg whites. 
4. Mix until consistency of pancake batter. 
5. Add baking powder. 
6. Drop mixture onto cooking sheets in 2-inch circles. 
7. Bake at 400 degrees for 15-20 minutes until golden brown. 
8. Cool. 
9. Feed to your good puppy!

3. Paint your dog onto the rock and let it dry. Give it a second coat of paint 
and let it dry. 
4. Put two coats of shellac on the rock, being careful to cover all painted 
areas. 
5. Introduce your pet dog rock to a classmate’s pet dog rock. Have fun!
