Use a spoon to pack peanut butter between the crevices of the pinecone. 
Sprinkle the cone with bird seed.  
Hang cone on a window level branch that you can watch.

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Science FUN with Water

Try this science experiment dealing with surface tension. 
 
How many pennies can you add to a full glass of water before it 
overflows?  
Make a prediction _____________________ 
 
Materials  
Clear glass tumbler 
Pennies 
Water 
 
Procedure  
 
1. Fill the tumbler carefully with water until the water seems to be 
rounder higher than the glass top. 
 
2. Gently slide one coin at a time down the edge of the glass into the 
water. 
 
3. How many pennies did you put into the glass before it overflowed? 
 
Try the experiment again. Did you get the same results? 
 
Surface tension allows the surface to stretch before it breaks and the 
water overflows.
